Safety Precautions

1. Keep emergency sheet with you at all times (name, contact information in Italy – I will have a cell phone and will provide the number, address of apartment, medical emergency information).

2. Leave your Passport in the room unless cashing a traveler’s check or traveling (most hotels require your passport).

3. Leave large sums of money in your room (better not to have large sums).
4. Leave your ATM card in your room, unless needed.  Only get cash from an ATM during day light hours, and in a group. Be wary of friendly strangers.
5. Travel in pairs or in a group – especially at night.

6. Keep a phone card with you at all times for an emergency.
