I. Call to Order

IV. Committee Reports

Incentive & Recognition – Elsie Lynn Ervin reported that Gracie Harkins was selected as Employee of the Month.  She also asked that each staff council member become more involved in the nomination process.

Projects – Nealy Robinson reported on the Staff Appreciation Day.  77 of 500 staff members participated.  There were 89 door prizes – including a television, twelve $25 cash prizes, and one $100 prize.  Nealy thanked his committee as well as others who volunteered and helped.

There was a question regarding who are considered “staff” for staff appreciation day.  Should it include full time, part time, RSE, permanent part time, etc?  One suggestion was to include all benefited staff employees – both part and full time. This was tabled for the new committee chair to review. 

Staff Development – Sharon Papian reported that the Staff Development committee is currently working on three projects.

(1) Due to the unease on campus regarding the financial situation of the University, the committee thought it would be advantageous to invite Dr. Potter to speak and “give us the facts.”  They would also invite Dr. Richard Houston to speak.  This would be an opportunity for faculty and staff to hear Dr. Potter and express opinions.  Staff would also be given the opportunity to ask questions anonymously.  The date scheduled is February 23.  There will be a session at 10:00 and 2:00 in the Delta Room.  

(2) Dr. Fred Pryor, author of Don’t Sweat the Small Stuff, will be on campus April 25.  This was arranged through the office of continuing education.  There will be two 3 hour sessions.  The topic will be Positive Thinking and Peak Performance.  There is no cost to Delta State faculty and staff.

(3) Dr. Potter was approached regarding the possibility of having a brown bag lunch with different departments on campus.  He was open to this idea.  He would like to have a small agenda established in advance.  If your department is interested in this, contact Sharon Papian.

V. Regular Business

At the January 18 MASCO meeting, a proclamation was drafted regarding MASCO and the University Faculty Senates Association of Mississippi joining together to urge the Governor, Lt.
