I. Call to Order

The last MASCO meeting was held at Jackson State.  Ben Bufkin attended.  Senator Hardin spoke.  He made the point that if you want something accomplished, you must let your legislators know now.  The next MASCO meeting will be held at Alcorn State University.

Kevin Stevens distributed a copy of the Administrative Staff Council Constitution and By-Laws.  He asked that everyone review them and notify him of any corrections that need to be made.

Don Skelton recommended that Felicia Applegates’s position be the permanent representative to the staff council from the Alumni & Foundation office.

IV. Regular Business

Peggy Davis from the United Way spoke about the United Way campaign.  She noted that if everyone at Delta State gave $1 per month, then $7800 could be raised in a year.  Last year’s goal of $158,000 was exceeded.  This year the goal is $181,000.  The campaign was “kicked off” last Tuesday.  By mid November they will have a good idea of how much money has been raised for the year.

Kevin Stevens reported that the President’s signature has been eliminated from the Authority to Travel form in order to speed up the process.

Lynn Buford reported that the 75th Anniversary Convocation was a huge success.  Many people worked very hard to make it successful.  He thanked Dr. Roberts for the multimedia presentation.  The next two big events pertaining to the 75th anniversary are Octoberfest on October 14 and Homecoming on October 21.

Felicia Applegate thanked everyone for their support of Pig Pickin’.  About 2000 people attended.

Elsie Lynn Ervin reported that the first Employee of the Month has been selected.  Cherrier Richardson from the post office received a plaque, balloon-o-gram, and a reserved parking place for the month.

V. Unfinished Business

Brian DeAngelis has resigned as Assistant to the Director of Athletics.  Brian was elected as the Professional Non-Faculty Respresentative to the Staff Council last month.  There was a tie between Rodney Francis and Michelle Green for second place.  A new vote was taken and Michelle Green was elected as the new Professional Non-Faculty Representative.

VI. New Business

A Legislative Day was proposed by Ben Bufkin.  This would be a time to bring in local and state legislators with Delta State connections (alumni, etc.) to hear what Delta State’s needs are.  The University of Southern Mississippi has been doing this for a while. Is this something that Staff Council would want to sponsor.  

The IAC Reception has been scheduled for December.  A number of legislators will be here for that.  We could schedule the first Legislative Day at the same time and it would not require additional travel on the part of the legislators.  Next year it could be scheduled earlier in the semester.
